Welcome to ORBITS, Orbits Username
Your user name/id is: “XXXXX12” (same for mainframe/PICS)

Your CITRIX password is:  “Ready1234”
Your ORBITS password is: “Chang3me”

Your user name/id is the same for both CITRIX and ORBITS


Your initial password for Citrix only is set to the word “Ready1234" case sensitive – you will need to change the passwords


Passwords should be different for CITRIX versus ORBITS


Passwords are case sensitive


The Passwords for CITRIX Must:


Minimum of 8 characters long


Password must have a Combination of alpha and Numeric character

· Passwords must be a minimum of 8 characters.

· The password must meet 3 of the 4 Complexity Requirements below:

· Uppercase characters (A through Z) 

· Lowercase characters (a through z) 

· Numerals (0 through 9) 

· Non-alphabetic characters (such as: !, $, #, %)

· Passwords should not contain personal information or be a repeating character or use sequential characters.  "xxxxxx", "12345678"

· Every 90 days you will be prompted to change your password within 7 days of expiration.  

· Every time your password expires, it will need to be renewed as unique as there is No recycling of passwords

· You have 3 opportunities to put in your password, and then you will be locked out (3 strikes and your out).


The passwords for ORBITS must:


be 6-8 characters long


have an alpha first and last character


contain at least 2 alpha characters


contain at least 1 numeric 


differ from your User ID 


not be a reverse of your User ID


not be a circular order of your User ID


Differ from your previous password by at least 3 characters.  (Uppercase/lowercase differences do not quality as character changes.
